Demand)

COD is an index used to define water 

pollution by organic substances. It is 

calculated based on the amount of oxy-

gen required for oxidized decomposi-

tion of organic substances in the water.

Text page 23 LCA 
(Life Cycle Assessment)     

This refers to quantitatively analyzing 

the load to environment by a product 

over its entire life cycle, starting with the 

resources used for the product, and 

continuing through the manufacturing, 

processing, marketing, using, recy-

cling, and disposal stages. It is used as 

an approach to improve environment.

Text page 39 PRTR (Pollutant Release and 
Transfer Register)

This is a register voluntarily submitted to 

the government by companies that 

monitor emission released into the en-

vironment (air, water or soil) by plants 

operations, and the amount of substan-

ces transferred as wastes. The govern-

ment compiles data on the amount of 

emission, and organizes it for public 

disclosure.

BOD (Biochemical Oxygen 
Demand)

BOD is an index used to define water 

pollution by organic substances. It is 

calculated based on the amount of 

oxygen required for oxidized 

decomposition, by microorganisms, of 

organic substances in the water.
